8 — 9™ November 2012 | How to set up and run a data service

The Digital Preservation Coalition is pleased to offer two fully funded scholarships to attend
the How to Set up and Run a Data Service workshop at the UK Data Archive, University of
Essex, Colchester, 8- 9" November 2012.

‘How to set up and run a data service: the challenges of social science data’ is a once-a-year
opportunity to go behind the scenes and learn first-hand from specialists at the UK Data
Archive. Over one and a half days, participants will learn about the strategies and practices
used in the Archive's daily work, with a focus on storing and sharing social science data,
including microdata, aggregate, qualitative and historical data. The UK Data Archive has over
40 years of experience in selecting, ingesting, curating and providing access to data.

Attendance at the How to Set up and Run a Data Service normally costs 250GBP per person.
However, the Digital Preservation Coalition is pleased to offer two fully funded scholarships
which meet the costs of the course. Applications are welcomed from DPC members and
associates. The scholarship covers all tuition fees, course materials, access to online
resources, lunch and refreshments. Travel, accommodation and subsistence are not funded.

This is the third time the DPC has offered scholarships to attend the course. Successful
applicants will be asked to help promote the course and the work of the coalition.
Participants should be actively working with storing and sharing data for research, or plan to
in the near future and the course is especially suitable for those working with or managing
social science data. This course is unlikely to be suitable for undergraduate or postgraduate
students unless working specifically in a data archiving environment.

Eligibility:

The scholarship is available to DPC members, associates and personal members. A full list of
eligible institutions is supplied at the end of this document. Prospective members may also
apply. Only one scholarship is available per member per round. The scholarship is not
available to non-members and individuals that have previously attended DPTP.

How to apply:
Applications should be received no later than 12:00 on Monday 1* October 2012 by email to
info@dpconline.org. They should be no more than three pages (A4) and should include:

e acovering letter which matches the application to the criteria below

e aone page CV of the applicant

e the explicit approval from your line manager or other senior executive

e ashort statement indicating your relationship to a DPC member institution.

The covering letter should describe:
e The role that the course will play in your career development
e The benefits that accrue to a DPC member from your attendance at DPTP
e Your function in your organisation and how this relates to Digital Preservation

Preference will be given to: junior staff and digital preservation practitioners who have not
previously attended external digital preservation training; staff who would not otherwise be
able to attend specialist training; and staff who will be able to apply learning outcomes of
the course or specific modules directly and speedily to their work. Applicants should
mention if any of these conditions pertain to their own applications.
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Applications will be assessed by a selection committee on the above criteria whose decision
is final. Successful applicants will be notified on or before 7" October 2012.

Conditions of grant

It is our aim that the scholarship will deliver benefits to a DPC member, so the DPC makes

only limited requirements of recipients. Recipients will be asked to present a short written
report within 6 months of the grant showing how support from the DPC has helped career
development and how the DPC’s support has brought practical benefits to their employer.
They may also be called on to act as informal ambassadors for Coalition from time to time.

We recommend that any member organisation which supports an application discusses
appropriate outcomes and benefits for the institution prior to submission. Moreover,
because only one grant is available per member institution, we recommend that applicants
ensure that they are not inadvertently competing with colleagues.

In addition to supporting our members’ workforces the DPC
seeks to reduce the risks that training providers face when developing and providing courses
relevant to digital preservation.

Providers of such training courses are invited to discuss with the DPC Executive whether
these would be appropriate for grants from the DPC Leadership Programme.
